We are continuing to log reading and books from the library on Go
Read. Please ensure you are using the log in sent out at the beginning of Year 1 (not the old Reception log in).
Please ask if you need this again. Children will be taken to the library on a certain day of the week in order to
change their books.

Homework/Spellings

The homework will continue to be sent home at the beginning of every term. Only one task needs to be
completed from the three choices, unless you choose to do more. There are lots of activities on the sheet but if
you can think of any more that you would like to do, please feel free to and show us on Dojo! Spellings will be
given out at the start of the term and will be uploaded on Dojo each Monday, o be tested on Friday.
